2. 本館將於收到申請後一個月內聯絡負責參觀活動的老師，以確認所選的到訪日
期及時段。

3. 成功獲安排參觀的申請者將收到確認電郵，並隨函附上活動詳情、參觀須知、

參觀前參考資料及教師資源，以及「付款通知書」(如適用)。學校團體須在
「付款通知書」發出後10個工作天內付款。

4. 活動一經確認，恕不接受改期或門票退款。

We welcome students of all ages and levels to visit the Museum and gain inspiration from Chinese 
art, culture, and history, linking them to their own experiences in the world today. Sponsored 
by the Ng Teng Fong Charitable Foundation and the Greater Bay Area Homeland Youth 
Community Foundation, “Art Journey for Youth at HKPM” School Group Visit Programme offers an 
opportunity for primary and secondary school students in Hong Kong, in particular those from 
underprivileged families, to visit the Hong Kong Palace Museum, fostering an appreciation of 
Chinese cultural heritage as well as the art treasures from other parts of the world. Tickets are 
for visits on Mondays, Wednesdays, Thursdays and Fridays (excluding Public Holidays). 

Applications for school visits from 2 September 2024 to 28 February 2025 are now open.
Quota is limited. 

Students and teachers may use our Audio Guide service, accessed through scanning the QR codes 
in the Museum using a mobile phone with internet access and personal earphones.

*Remark 1: Only available for schools classified under the school level of Education Bureau of the HKSAR Government as
“primary schools” or “secondary schools”, and not available for schools classified as “others”.

**Remark 2: With the sponsored tickets, students and teachers are entitled to access all thematic exhibitions 
and one special exhibition. Schools are required to prioritise their preference for special exhibitions or exhibition themes. 
Arrangement will be made based on the applications received and the Museum’s operation. Upon successful application, 
participants of the same application will be arranged to visit the same special exhibition. application, participants of the same 
application will be arranged to visit the same special exhibition.  

***Remark 3: Details of the admission prices for other upcoming special exhibitions will be announced in due course. Ticket 
prices for participating in this programme may be adjusted accordingly. 



Recommended Teacher-to-student ratio 

Please ensure there are sufficient teachers to accompany your students at the Museum. 
The recommended teacher-to-student ratio for primary and secondary school visits is 1:15. 

Application Procedures 

1. Submit the online application to book your preferred date and time. Applications need to
be made at least 1 month prior to the visit.

2. HKPM will contact applicants / teachers within 1 month to confirm the date and time of the visit.

3. Successful applicants will receive a confirmation email with details of the visit, visit
guidelines, reference material, learning resources, and (if applicable) payment notice. The
school should complete the payment within 10 working days after the issuance of the
payment notice.

4. Once the application is confirmed, the Museum shall not be liable to assist in the
rescheduling of the event date or make any refund to processed tickets of accompanying
teachers.

Secondary school, tertiary 
institution, and other 
educational institution 
programmes will be 
cancelled if any of the 
following is hoisted three 
hours before or during the 
Museum opening hours: 

• Black Rainstorm
Warning Signal;

• Typhoon Signal No. 8 or
above; or

• If the Education Bureau
has announced class
suspension due to
inclement weather

Cancelled fee-charging 
activities can be 
rescheduled within 180 
days from the original 
event date. Tickets are 
non-refundable. 

Free school activities cannot 
be rescheduled if cancelled 
due to inclement weather. 
Schools should submit a new 
application. 

2. Except for cancellation due to adverse weather, tickets and programme fees are non- 
refundable, and bookings cannot be rescheduled or transferred.

3. The Museum reserves the right to make the final decision on application procedure,
approval and arrangement. Programme content may be adjusted under the Museum’s
operation considerations without prior notice.

4. Image consent: We may photograph, film, videotape, record or otherwise reproduce the
image and voice of any visitor who enters the Museum and use the same for educational,
media, or editorial purposes and may be used on the website, social media platforms, in
publications, or as promotional materials used by the Museum and the West Kowloon
Cultural District Authority.
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
