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Recommended Teacher-to-student ratio

Please ensure there are sufficient teachers to accompany your students at the Museum. The recommended
teacher-to-student ratio for primary and secondary school visits is 1:15, and for kindergarten visits is 1:5.

Application Procedures

1. Submitthe online application to book your preferred date and time. Applications need to be made
at least 1 month prior to the visit.
2. HKPM will contact applicants / teachers within 1 month to confirm the date and time of the visit.

3. Successful applicants will receive a confirmation email with details of the visit, visit guidelines,
reference material, learning resources, and (if applicable) payment notice. The school should
complete the payment within 10 working days after the issuance of the payment notice.

4. Once the application is confirmed, the Museum shall not be liable to assist in the rescheduling of
the event date or make any refund to processed tickets of accompanying teachers.
